The bed lift motors are not designed for continuous use. Reliable operation and full life expectancy will be realized

as long as the lift motors do not operate any more than 2 minutes within a 20 minute period, or approximately
10% duty cycle.

Any attempt to circumvent or exceed product ratings will shorten the life expectancy of the product and may
void the warranty. The recommended weight restrictions for FlexFit" smart adjustable bases are as follows:

DC equipped-600 Ib all sizes. The bed will structurally support the recommended weights distributed evenly
across the head and foot sections. This product is not designed to support or lift this amount in the head or foot
sections alone.

Note: Exceeding the recommended weight restrictions could damage the adjustable bed and void the warranty.
For best performance, consumers should enter and exit the adjustable bed with the base in the flat (horizontal)
position.
